äåéñòâèåì, êîòîðîå âûïîëíÿåòñÿ ïðè ïðîèçíåñåíèè âûñêàçûâàíèÿ [Austin]. Âñëåä çà Åð-
ìàêîâîé Ë. Ì. ïîä ðå÷åâûìè àêòàìè íåñîãëàñèÿ ìû ïîíèìàåì îäèí èç âèäîâ ðå÷åâûõ
àêòîâ íåãàòèâíîé ðåàêöèè, îáúåäèíÿþùèé âñå âèäû îòðèöàòåëüíûõ ðåàêöèé: âîçðà-
æåíèå, ñóæäåíèå, âûðàæåíèå íåäîâîëüñòâà, íåîäîáðåíèå [Åðìàêîâà: 38]. Ôàêòè÷åñêèé
ìàòåðèàë èññëåäîâàíèÿ ñîñòàâëÿþò 100 äèàëîãè÷åñêèõ åäèíñòâ, âûäåëåííûõ èç ðîìà-
íîâ Äæîàí Ðîóëèíã ¾Ãàððè Ïîòòåð è êóáîê îãíÿ¿ è ¾Ãàððè Ïîòòåð è äàðû ñìåðòè¿,
íà îñíîâå êîòîðûõ ìîæíî ïðîñëåäèòü ÷àñòîòíîñòü òîãî èëè èíîãî ñïîñîáà âûðàæåíèÿ
íåñîãëàñèÿ â ñîâðåìåííîì àíãëèéñêîì ÿçûêå.

ñå êîììóíèêàöèè. Âñëåäñòâèå òîãî, ÷òî îäíîé èç îñíîâíûõ îñîáåííîñòåé àíãëèéñêîãî
ðå÷åâîãî ýòèêåòà ÿâëÿåòñÿ âåæëèâîñòü è òàêòè÷íîñòü, íåñîãëàñèå ïðèíÿòî âûðàæàòü
êîñâåííî. Èìïëèöèòíûå ñïîñîáû âûðàæåíèÿ íåñîãëàñèÿ, â îòëè÷èå îò ýêñïëèöèòíûõ,
ÿâëÿþòñÿ õîðîøèì ñïîñîáîì âûðàæåíèÿ ýìîöèé, èðîíèè, íåîäîáðåíèÿ äåéñòâèé ñîáå-
ñåäíèêà, â òî æå âðåìÿ ïîçâîëÿÿ ãîâîðÿùåìó îñòàâàòüñÿ âåæëèâûì è ó÷òèâûì.
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
